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Dr Darrick Jolliffe is a Senior Lecturer in Criminology at the University of Leicester and a Chartered Scientist. Darrick has developed a questionnaire to assess the personality construct empathy which has been used in over 30 countries around the world and has been translated into 15 different languages.  Darrick also helped develop a questionnaire to assess the experience of probation by offenders for the Ministry of Justice. Currently he is working on refining the scale while also developing a questionnaire to assess an offenders’ experience of probation from the point of view of the probation officer. 

Darrick has conducted numerous evaluations for government departments including the Home Office, Ministry of Justice, National Police Improvement Agency, East Midlands Probation Area, Prison Service, Swedish National Council on Crime Prevention, The Scottish Risk Management Authority and the Danish Police Knowledge and Research Centre.   This has included evaluating the impact on reconviction of community justice initiatives, high-intensity training for young offenders and specialised interventions for women offenders (with Professor Carol Hedderman). Along with Professor Hedderman, Darrick is currently undertaking a reconviction study in relation to the first ‘payment by results’ study in the UK. 

Dr Jolliffe has 37 peer-reviewed publications and is a guest lecturer on research methods and evaluations on the Civil Service Master’s Course accredited by the Institute of Education and visiting lecturer at the Institute of Criminology, University of Cambridge (Michaelmas 2009).  
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
